2. Explain how the revolutions and the changes in governments in Russia helped the U.S. enter the war and how its withdrawal from the war affected the war. (hint know a little about the treaty of Brest-Litvosk. What other factors led to the U.S. entering the war???
3. Explain why Wilson’s plan for peace was essentially rejected by both European countries and in the U.S.
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
