3. List 3-5 key pieces of evidence (also know as points of argument) that the author uses to support his/her claim.

4. Does the author identify the other side of the argument? If so, what opposing views or arguments does he/she acknowledge? Does he/she state that the opposing views are wrong or incorrect?

5. Do you “buy” the author’s argument?

6. What piece(s) of  information/evidence would you need to be more convinced of the author’s claim?

Overall, which author did your group feel had the strongest claim? (Group? #2)
Did any author change the way your group felt about global warming prior to reading the articles? (Group? #3)
