“Letters from the Trenches”

Synopsis – 5 letters (each worth 10 points) – 50 points total

You will be creating a persona for an American, French, British or German soldier who has been seeing time both living and fighting in the trenches. You are sending 5 letters home or to another soldier. You letters must be complete with correct location, and correct date. Each letter must contain at least three allusions to information read in the two websites. Below your closing, you should include the sources where you read the information that you intertwined in your letter. Each letter should be between ¾ to 1 page in length handwritten (between 100-150 words in length) or ½ page typed per letter. Remember, every letter can be about something different, or each letter can build on prior letters. This assignment is allowing you to synthesize fact with your creativity.
At the bottom of each letter, you should put the titles of the webpages you used to gather the information from.
