Business Description and Vision

	This section should include: 

· Company/ business or product name

· Mission statement (business purpose). Two sentences that state what your company believes in. 
· Company vision (How successful do you see your company being/ how fast will your business grow – be realistic, over 90% of businesses fail before they even start.).

· Business goals and objectives. (What your business will accomplish. How it will operate/ What will it do.)


After reviewing this section the reader should know: 

· Who the business is and what it stands for.

· Your projection of the company’s growth & potential.

· Specific goals and objectives of the business.

Definition of the Market

	This section should: 

· Who is going to be buying your product? Who are you targeting Be specific (Age, gender, education level, etc.)?
· Are there similar types of companies? How will you stand out?


	After reviewing this section the reader should know: 

· Basic information about the industry you operate in and the customer needs you are fulfilling, as well as who your target customers are.


Description of Products and Services

	This section should: 

· Specifically describe all of your products and services.
