1. Why is there “bad blood” between the Romans and the Gauls?

2. Explain why the Gauls, your tribe, lose the war?
3. Of the affects of you becoming a prisoner of war, which do you feel is the worst? Explain.

4. Using three adjectives, describe the type of prisoners who survived the forced march.

5. You’ve been chosen to be a gladiator, but have a chance to trade places with one of the other types of slaves. Which would you choose and why? 

6. Comment on the conversation between the two weightlifters.

7. Even though you are being trained to be a gladiator, why don’t you begin to like your “new people”?

8. Choose four Gladiator types who you think stand the best chances of winning from the gladiators presented. Explain your choices with support from the descriptions.

9. Which piece of equipment do you think would be essential for you to survive the arena? Explain your choice.

10. Analyze the effect the crowd’s and trainer’s personal presence had during the match.
11. Is it fair for you to be allowed to beg for your life? Explain.

12. Summarize the gladiator’s appeal process in three sentences.
13. List five ways that Rome and its gladiators are eerily similar to modern sporting events we hold in our society. You can choose to list the events in general, or choose to analyze a specific portion of the event (i.e. allowing hockey players to fight, etc.)
14. Using only adjectives, create a list of 6 words that describe gladiator combat in the arena / Coliseum. 

15. After reading the online book, read the following article on Weebly.com titled “Gladiator Cries Foul…” Answer the following questions about the article.
a. List two pieces of information that the researchers found that were often put on the tombstones of deceased gladiators.
b. Explain the controversy over the ref’s call concerning Diodorus and Demetrius.

c. If new evidence shows that 90% of professional gladiators did not die during the matches and that the matches were more about victory than bloodsport, then why do people still think that Romans were a civilized, cultures, but bloodthirsty race? Would people 2,000 years later think the same thing about our present society? Why, Why not. Answer this two part question in a 6-8 sentence paragraph and provide examples from both ancient Rome and modern times.
