Ship Breaker Research Presentation Requirements

1. Research must come from at least six valid sources. (6 minimum – 10 maximum sources)

2. Information from those sources must be documented on each slide with proper MLA in-text citation methods.

3. Within your presentation, you should have a minimum of four summaries, paraphrases OR direct quotes (4 total, not 4 of each (hint: this is why we spend so much time on conjunctions in writing… OR, not AND… AND in that requirement would mean that you need 4 examples of each citation method!!)

4. Each source that you cite within your presentation MUST have an entry in your Works Cited Page.

5. Presentation must be at least 13 slides in length (not including a title and a Works Cited slide) – 15 slides total.

6. Presentation must have at least five pictures or graphics (charts, documents, etc).

a. You can get 5 points extra credit for including an additional video or movie clip that is EXTREMELY RELEVANT  to your topic. The clip should not be more than 2 to 3 minutes in length and be embedded in your presentation.

7. You will be presenting these in class. Your presentations should be between 7-10 minutes in length.

8. Your presentations themselves should not include large tracts of text (What is the point of us listening to you when we could just read what you are saying verbatim on the screen!!). Instead, your main points should be on the screen and you should be able to further explain them in your verbal presentation.

9. Also, you should be an EXPERT on your topic. Your knowledge on the subject matter should be more than your audience’s knowledge. Why else would you be presenting???

10. Be prepared for a brief questions/answer session following your presentation (Mr. Kazecki will be part of the audience, and the audience may ask a question about the topic or ask for clarification of a point that you made.

11. Finally, two slides (two slides maximum) of your presentation should discuss how this topic connects to Ship Breaker (2 quotes from the text (these are not included in the previous count)
