Simile

A simile is an analogy that compares two things that are alike in one way. 

To help you identify a simile, know that the words “like” or “as” are always used.

Similes can make our language more descriptive and enjoyable. Writers, poets, and songwriters make use of similes often to add depth and emphasize what they are trying to convey to the reader or listener. 

Similes can be funny, serious, mean, or creative.
