1. List two things the TSC docked (took away/ subtracted from) their workers $2.00 daily pay for? 

2. Explain why the TSC factory was considered modern at the time.

3. Why was the only other exit (the one to Washington St.) locked?

4. Describe the working hours and conditions in the factory for the women (be specific & use three examples from the video).

5. How did the TSC owners handle the 1909 strike (in other words, what methods did they use to get the strikers to stop and go back to work?)

6. Explain how the 1909 strike took place.

7. What would one major downside to striking at that time be for the workers (what would not working impact the most)?

8. Explain why Anne Morgan, J.P. Morgan (the wealthy banker)’s daughter, was important in the labor strike being able to continue  and bringing attention to the striking women.

9. Why did Anne Morgan eventually take her support away from the strike?
10. What was the one thing that the women didn’t get from the TSC owners after the strike? 
11. What started the fire?

12. How did the owners survive when they were on the tenth floor of the building?

13. Why didn’t all of the women just go down the fire escape?

14. What helped the fire spread?

15. Why couldn’t the firemen help?

16. How did the public react to the TSC tragedy? Why? (Think back to an event that occurred in 1909?)
17. What changes in policy took place as a result of the tragedy?

18. If you were alive during the TSW fire (not in the fire, but alive in the time period the fire took place), what would your reaction to the event be? Write a short paragraph 5-6 sentences explaining your feelings and reactions.
