Wringer  Exam Questions

Your responses (unless stated otherwise in the instructions) should be in the form of a short paragraph (4-5 sentences).
1. What is Palmer’s point of view on Family Fest? How does this differ from his father’s point of view? Use details from the novel to support your answer.

2. What is the author’s purpose for including newspaper clippings at the beginning and the end of the novel.

3. How does Palmer change from the beginning to the end of the novel? Instead of writing a response for this question, create a Venn diagram for Palmer (one for beginning, one for him at the end).

4. Compare the friendships that Dorothy and Beans have to Palmer. Create a three column chart as a response to this question.
5. In Wringer, explain how turning 10 is considered a rite of passage? After answering this question, make a list of four rites of passage in our American society.

6. Describe Beans’ home life. How is it different than Palmer’s? Why do you think that the author makes this contrast. Support your answer with examples from the book.

7. What might another title be for this book? List two possible titles and justify each title with examples from the book.

8. How do the citizens of Waymer view the Family Fest and pigeon shoot? Use three specific examples to support.

9. Out of all the types of conflict present in Wringer, which is the major conflict. Explain and use examples from the novel.

10. Based on events in the book, what is the author’s point of view on events like Family Fest (and the pigeon shoot).
